Giampaolo Di Rosa, klavirista, organista, ¢embalista, absolvoval svoje $tudia v Taliansku,
Nemecku, Franclzsku a Portugalsku pod vedenim svetoznamych profesorov. Je drzitelom dsmich
akademickych titulov a doktoratu (PhD) z hudobnej analyzy. Jeho rozsiahly repertodr zahfiia
hudbu vietkych hudobnych historickych periéd az po sucasnost, vratane kompletného diela
G. Frescobaldiho, J. Sweelincka, J. S. Bacha, C. Francka, F. Liszta a O. Messiaena. Sucastou jeho
koncertnych programov je vzdy improvizacia a vlastné aranzmany. Okrem koncertnej cinnosti
posobi Giampaolo Di Rosa aj ako pedagdg a je zakladatelom a umeleckym riaditefom mnohych
medzinarodnych organovych festivalov. Od roku 2008 je hudobnym riaditefom Domu
milosrdenstva v Guimaraes v Portugalsku.

Franz Hauk sa narodil v roku 1955 v Neuburg an der Donau. Po ukonceni strednej $koly Studoval
cirkevni hudbu a hudobnl pedagogiku, ako aj hru na klaviri a na organe na hudobnych
akadémiach v Mnichove a Salzburgu. Medzi jeho ucitelov patria Aldo Schoen, Gerhard
Weinberger, Franz Lehrndorfer a Edgar Krapp. V roku 1981 ziskal magistersky diplom na
Mnichovskej hudobnej univerzite. Nasledovalo niekolko oceneni. Od roku 1982 pracuje ako
organista a od roku 1995 ako hudobny riaditel' katedraly (Minster) v Ingolstadte. Franz Hauk ma
tiez rad sucasnu hudbu, sam je tiez hudobnym skladatelom.

Je vgkonnym
riaditelom Baltského filharmonického orchestra (s novym sidlom v Gdariskom kongresovom
a hudobnom centre; www.filharmonia.gda.pl), predsedom Spolo¢nosti ,Musica Sacra” a Spolo¢-
nosti priatelov katedraly v Gdarsku-Oliwe. Prispel k vzniku novych organov v Gdansku a okoli.
Profesor Roman Perucki je organizatorom najstarSieho polského organového festivalu -
Medzinarodného festivalu organovej hudby v katedrale v Oliwe, organizétorom Medzinarodnej
sutaze J. P. Sweelinck v Gdansku, ako aj dalSich medzinarodnych cyklov organovej hudby (Gdansk,
Frombork, Jastarnia, Stegna, Rumia, Jastrzebia Gora a Zarnowiec).

Based in Rome, he is titular Organist and Music Director of the
National Portuguese Church, which hosts one of the largest organ series in Europe. He enjoys an
international career, giving concerts and master classes in Europe, Russia, the USA, Latin America,
the Middle East, Hong-Kong, Macao, Singapore, and Australia.

Franz Hauk was born in 1955 in Neuburg an der Donau. After graduating from high school, he
studied church music and music pedagogy, as well as piano and organ at the music academies in
Munich and Salzburg. His teachers include Aldo Schoen, Gerhard Weinberger, Franz Lehrndorfer
and Edgar Krapp. In 1981 he received the Master Class Diploma from the Munich University of
Music. Several awards followed. Since 1982 he has been working as an organist and since 1995 also
as a choir director at the Ingolstadt Minster. Franz Hauk is also fond of contemporary music and
repeatedly encourages commissions for compositions. Mr. Hauk acts as a juror at music
competitions and leads master classes at international music festivals. He has many radio and CD
recordings and has given concerts throughout Europe and the USA. His activity as a conductor also
occupies a large part of his artistic work. Since 2002 he has been teaching church music and
historical performance practice at the University of Music and Theater in Munich and in 2013 he
received the Federal Cross of Merit.



Roman Perucki (Gdansk, Poland) graduated in 1985 from the Music Academy in Gdansk in the
organ class of prof. Leon Bator. He started teaching there in 1985, and now is the professor of the
organ class. He continued his studies with master classes in Poland and abroad. He is the chief
organist in the Cathedral in Gdansk Oliwa and the counselor of the President of the Gdansk City
(in the area of the organ). He is managing director of the Baltic Philharmonic Orchestra (with it's
new seat Gdansk’s Congress-Music Centre; www.filharmonia.gda.pl), the President of the Society
»Musica Sacra” and Society of Friends of the Cathedral in Gdarisk Oliwa. He has contributed to the
creation of new instruments in Gdansk and in it's neighbourhood. Professor Roman Perucki is the
manager of the oldest organ festival in Poland, the International Organ Music Festival in the
Cathedral of Oliwa and International J. P. Sweelinck Competition in Gdansk, as well as other
international organ-music festivals (in Gdansk, Frombork, Jastarnia, Stegna, Rumia, Jastrzebia Géra
and Zarnowiec). He is a member of the jury of many organ competitions in Poland and abroad
(France, Russia). He also gives lectures and master courses in Poland, Portugal, Mexico, Croatia,
Russia and France. At the present time he has played more than 2500 organ concerts: solo recitals,
concerts with accompaniment of chamber and symphonic orchestras, and soloist and duo-concerts,
among others with his wife Maria Perucka (violinist). He has performed throughout Europe, Russia,
Japan, China, Mexico, the USA and Australia. Among many other churches, he played in Notre
Dame Cathedral (Paris), in Gent's cathedral, Mariinski Theater in St. Petersburg and in the most
famous concert halls and churches throughout the world. He has recorded many CD’s and made
recordings for national radio and television, as well as for foreign labels and medias. He was given
the Culture Prize from Ministry of Culture, many prizes from the authorities of the Town of
Gdansk, and the highest Vatican's distinction ,Pro Ecclesiae et pontifice” and Order of St. Sylvester
which he appreciates the most.

Maria Perucka (violinist) graduated from the Music Academy in Gdansk in the class of violin under
the supervision of prof. Henryk Keszkowski. She participated in master courses, played violin in
a string quartet and participated in multiple courses of chamber music (winner of 3rd prize - £6dz
1986). As a soloist, she performed with the Kalisz Symphonic Orchestra, and was also the
concertmistress in a group playing early music called the Cappella Gedanensis. She played in the
violin quartet ,4PM", successfully performed with a chamber orchestra in Kaliningrad and
performs in various churches and concert halls in Polish cities such as Warsaw, Krakow, Szczecin,
Lublin, and Gdansk as well as cities in Germany, France, Italy, Belgium, Finland, Sweden and
Norway, playing with other soloist and organists. She recorded many CD's among which are with
trumpeter Janusz Szadowiak, soprano Danuta Mossakowska — Dulska, and with Roman Perucki,
organist. She has recorded for radio and television andadditionally, she enjoys being a teacher in
the Music School of 2nd degree in Gdynia. She and her students took part in violin courses
organized by Maxim Vengerov (October, 2009) and Siergiej Stadler (June, 2010).

Martin Bako studied organ at the Academy of Performing Arts in Bratislava in the class of Jan
Vladimir Michalko. Besides interpretation of organ literature, he is also active in the field of organ
improvisation. As a performer and improviser he plays at international organ festivals held in
Slovakia as well as in many European countries. Presently, he works as an organ-builder and under
the guidance of the legendary organ-building master Gerald Woehl, he participated in the
assembly of the new organ in the Bratislava Cathedral. Martin Bako has cooperated with the
Slovak Philharmonic, the State Philharmonic Kosice, the Slovak Chamber Orchestra (Zilina) and has
been a lecturer at ,Orgelsommerkurze” in Zittau (Germany). Mr. Bako is a member of the Slovak

Music Centre for Historical Organs. From 2008 - 2014 he held the position of titular organist of
St Martin Cathedral in Bratislava, where in 2010, together with Stanislav Surin, he inaugurated the
new St. Elizabeth organ. Presently, he is engaged in the repair of organs, organology (the science,
history and mechanics of the organ), and with theperformance of recitals.

Cantores Bratislavenses is a male chamber choirmade up of singers who participated in
St Martin Cathedral in Bratislava as cantors and then joined together during liturgical celebrations
(performing polyphonic compositions). At the same time, they participated in the preparation and
selection of music for individual celebrations, which were often broadcast on television. Since the
summer of 2014, the ensemble has not been participating in liturgies for the cathedral, but now
the ensemble is engaged in concert interpretations of sacred music, especially those compositions
associated with Gregorian chant.

Michal Markuszewski was Born in Warsaw in 1980. In 2004 he graduated with honours from the
Frederic Chopin Academy of Music in Warsaw in the organ class (J. Grubich) and in the piano class
(K. Gierzod). In 2007 he completed postgraduate studies at Universitat der Kinste in Berlin
(W. Seifen) and in 2008 Hochschule fr Musik in Wirzburg (Ch. Bossert). His greatest achievements
are: 2nd prize in the Polish Contemporary 20th Century Organ Music Competition in Legnica
(1998), 1st prize in the International Organ Music Competition in Rumia (2000), and 3rd prize in
the International Organ Music Competition in Zurich-Wiedikon (2007). In the past ten years he has
given over 600 concerts at international festivals including Poland, Lithuania, Belgium, Czech
Republic, Holland, Luxembourg, Slovakia, Spain, Portugal, Finnland, Switzerland, Hungary,
Norway, Ukraine, Russia, Great Britain, the USA, Hong-Kong, and over 250 recitals in Germany. On
his initiative, restoration work was carried out on the historic organ (built by Schlag und S6hne) in
the Reformed Church in Warsaw (2004 - 2008), where he has served as organist since 2004. Since
2012, he has been teaching organ, improvisation and liturgical organ playing at the Fryderyk
Chopin University of Music in Warsaw.

Arturo Barba is resident organist at ,Palau de la Musica” auditorium in Valencia, and at the
historic organs of Montesa (1744) and Morella (1719). He has performed at renowned
international European and Latin American organ festivals, such as Notre Dame Cathedral (Paris),
Moscow Catholic Cathedral, Cologne Cathedral, Basilica Sta. Maria in Trastevere Rome, Lausanne
Cathedral, Braga Cathedral, Cali Cathedral, as well as in many important European organ festivals
among which are those held in Spain, Portugal, Belgium, France, Russia, Italy, Germany, and
Switzerland. Principal Organist of the Orchestra of Valencia and of the Opera Orchestra of the
,Palau de Les Arts’ Valencia, Arturo has performed with conductors such as Zubin Mehta, Fabio
Biondi, Michel Plasson, Cristobal Halffter, Josep Pons, Ramén Tebar, Placido Domingo, N. Luisotti,
L. Yu, E. Garcia Asensio, G. Gimeno, Y. Traub, J. Belohlavek, G. Pehlivanian, H. Nanasi, Ch. Franklin,
and J. Gaffigan. Born in Valencia, Mr. Barba studied organ, harpsichord and piano in Valencia and
Madrid (in organ he graduated with First Class Honours and Special Award) and in international
music programmes with T. Koopman, J. Laukvik, L. van Doesselaar, E. Kooiman, L. F. Tagliavini,
M. Bouvard, O. Latry and M. Torrent. Barba holds a PhD degree from the Polytechnic University of
Valencia (UPV), where he also acquired the title of Architect. He has been lecturer at Valencia
Conservatory CSMV, at the UPV, at ,Madrid Musical Arts”, and is artistic director of important
international organ festivals in Spain.



David di Fiore performed his European debut recital at the Cathedral of Notre-Dame in Paris,
which launched his international career 34 years ago (March 1, 1987). He is presently on the faculty
at Catholic University in Ruzomberok, Slovak Republic, where he is teaching organ, history of the
organ and organ repertoire, organ construction, improvisation, liturgical organ playing and choral
conducting. He celebrated the anniversary of his 1000th concert during the organ festival, August,
2017 in Cathédrale Sainte-Croix d'Orléans, France with a dual celebration at Vivat Vox Organi in
Banska Bystrica, Slovak Republic in September 2017. Over the last 34 years he has repeatedly
performed at numerous organ festivals in Austria, Hungary, Poland, Romania and the Slovak and
Czech Republics, as well as in France and Italy. In North America his performances have included
recitals in Canada, the International Festival in Morelia, Mexico (the oldest organ festival in the
Western Hemisphere), the International Organ Festival held in Guadalajara, the Puerto Vallarta
Arts Festival, and in numerous American cities. His discography includes a recording of French
music Les Amoureux del'Orgue, his Slovak recordings, The Grand Organ of the Castle Church in
Kremnica, Volumes 1, 2 and 3 (Slovart), recitals from Graz Orgelfest, a DVD of his recital from
Trnava (Editions M. Walcker-Mayer), and the CD of his recital ,Cathedral Organ Festival” at the
Metropolitan Cathedral of St Martin in Bratislava (Tribus Musicae). His recording of the cycle ,Job”
of Petr Eben with Slovak actor and singer Kamil Mikulcik as Slovak narrator, and with Reverend
Rachel Taber-Hamilton as English narrator, will be released under the Tribus musicae label. He has
performed the entire 8 movement work two times in the Slovak Republic and once in the USA.
Mr. di Fiore was a pupil of French organist, Odile Pierre. He has appeared as recitalist, conductor,
accompanist, and clinician for the Catholic Archdiocese of Seattle, the National Association of
Methodist Musicians, Catholic University in Ruzomberok, has received the award ,Distinguished
Graduate” from the National Catholic Education Association, has been awarded diplomas from the
governments of Mexico, Slovakia, and Romania for his ,extraordinary participation” as part of
international organ festivals and was awarded a special diploma for his contribution to the organ
world and his performances from the Slovak Society Ars Ante Portas. He was honored by the
American Guild of Organists (Seattle) for his contributions to performance art internationally. His
50th anniversary as a performer was in 2020, with celebratory recitals held in Banska Bystrica,
Ruzomberok and Trnava.

The Swiss organist, Jean-Christophe Geiser, studied at the Berne Musik Academy with Otto
Seger, earning a diploma in piano, and with Heinrich Gurtner, earning a soloist’s diploma with
honors. He was twice awarded the Prix de la Fondation Géhner, enabling him to further study the
organ with Francois-Henri Houbart, as well as attend a number of diverse courses in performance
and interpretation. During his time at the Music Academy, he also studied law and musicology at
the University of Berne. Mr. Geiser has enjoyed a rapidly rising career since 1991, when at the age
of 26 he was named competition winner for the prestigious position of Titular Organist of the
Cathedral of Lausanne, Switzerland’s most important gothic building. In 1993 he was appointed
Professor of Organ for Professional Studies at the Lausanne High School of Music, where he is
currently dean of the organ and harpsichord department. He is also artistic director of the
Cathedral's Concert Society. Regularly sponsored by the Pro Helvetia Foundation, Geiser has
already performed as a concert organist in some thirty countries, throughout Europe, America and
the former Soviet Union. Geiser has made numerous recordings, including several for Swiss radio
networks and for Deutschland Radio, Stidwestfunk, Radio Russie, VDE-Gallo, IFO-Verlag and FNAC-
Musique. He was the moving force behind the idea of the new Fisk organ at the Cathedral in
Lausanne.
